ARTICLE: 2 SCOPE & PERFORMANCE OF WORK CONTRACTOR 

2.1 GENERAL SCOPE OF THE WORK:

2.1.1 In general the scope of the Contractor will include the Supply and application of POP on ceiling and Gypsum on Walls as directed by the Engineer In - Charge.

2.1.2 All POP & Gypsum Plaster works pertaining to the building will be carried out by the contractor.

2.1.3 Surface preparation prior to plaster- Contractor shall ensure that all tha wall and ceiling surfaces are clean and dry before applying plaster. Contractor will take thiyas not less than 12mm and not more than 19 mm on walls in perfect right angles and get them approved from the Site Engineer before starting the plaster work.
2.1.4 Grooves, patta, cornice, as per drawing and instructions given by the Builder/Architect shall be included in the Scope of this contract.

2.1.5 Fixing and application of fibre reinforcement mesh if required.

2.1.6 Butt filling flush to wall or as directed by site in charge after tiling, groove making and finishing over the skirting.

2.1.7 The Contractor will be responsible to complete all the finishing works in regard to the breakages if any made by the Plumber, electricians or any other refinishing required to be done

2.1.8 All works to be carried out as per the specifications provided by the Builder’s representative on site. 

2.1.9 If required the contractor will carry out any small slab cleaning works, hacking of small regions of surfaces, chipping of excess concrete materials. 
2.1.10 The works performed will be at all times in accordance with ‘Good Construction’ practice as prevalent and generally accepted in the Construction industry.

2.1.11 Contractor will maintain the work place clean and sanitised. He will clean and dispose the debris of wasted POP and Gypsum out of the building premises.
2.1.12 Electricity for Construction will be provided by the Builder. In case of construction activities after dark proper permission will be taken from the Builder representative, after displaying proper arrangement for the same. Granting permission of construction works after dark / at night will be totally at the discretion of the Builder and the request for same may be refused. Providing electricity for labor camp will not be the responsibility of the Builder.

2.1.13 Labor Camp: Labor camp will be set up by the Contractor, as per the PBAP rules and regulations, i.e. No bamboo and chatai. Electricity and water supply for labor camp will be provided by the builder, arrangement for the same to be made by the Contractor (Builder will provide one main supply point; further distribution will be done by the Contractor at his own cost. Contractor will have to employ one qualified Electrician for safety and proper wiring within the labor camp).  No labor will be allowed to live within the premises of the project.

2.1.14 No work activities will be carried out without responsible contractor’s representative on site.

2.1.15 Contractor will be responsible for the safekeeping of his own material. The Builder will not be held responsible for any losses or damages, in terms of theft or otherwise. 

2.2 Completion Period
Time is the essence of this work order and hence the execution schedule should be strictly adhered to.  As per project planning, total Gypsum works for the said building will be completed latest by __________, The schedule as attached to be strictly followed. 

ARTICLE: 3 COMPENSATION FOR CONTRACTOR’S WORK

· For all the works described in this order, the contractor will be compensated as follows,

· Gypsum to Ceiling


@ Rs 9.50/-
· Gypsum to walls


@ Rs 20.50/-
· The above Compensation includes all taxes and duties.

· The Builder, if applicable, will deduct any Tax, at source as per prevailing provisions of the law.

· Payment terms and Invoicing will be as per attached Proforma. Retention of 5% of the total cost will be done and the same will be released after a period of 6 months from the date of completion.  

Note:
All payments by Builder’s Accounting Dept. shall be released within 15 days of receipt of Contractor’s invoice. Payments will be made through account payee Cheque or by money transfer to Contractor’s Bank account.

ARTICLE: 4 SAFETY & GENERAL RESPONSIBILITIES

4.1 Contractor’s personnel deputed for the Work shall abide with all rules & regulations including the safety procedures prevailing at Site/ Office and shall be medically fit to perform the Work. 

4.2 The Builder shall not be liable for any claim for loss or profits or any other consequential or direct / indirect damages that may be suffered by the Contractor during the execution of the work.

4.3 Contractor shall at all time keep the Builder fully indemnified against any consequences arising out of Work Contractor’s own or on account of Contractor’s default or negligence.

4.4 The contractor shall take all safety measures on site such as safety helmets, safety belts, labor insurance etc. In case of any mishap on site only the contractor will be responsible for any consequences arising for such a situation. The contractor will not have any claim for the same.

4.5 No child labour will be permitted to work on site. If any one is found, the Builder has the authority to stop the work immediately. During any governmental inspection if the same is identified, the contractor will be solely responsible for the consequences.

4.6 General and Statutory Obligations:
· All statutory obligations, permits, licenses etc. in respect of the Work shall be done by the Contractor.

· Insurances for the Contractor’s personnel and Equipment as applicable and in accordance with project requirements shall be arranged by the Contractor at his own cost and will submit a photocopy of all licenses and permits to the Builders office before starting work.
ARTICLE: 5 TERMINATION OF WORK ORDER

51. At the Completion of Works or 

52. The Work Order shall be terminated in case of misbehavior, disobedience, dishonesty or negligence on the part of Contractor and/or his personnel or Contractor’s failure to execute, complete and deliver the Work within the specified / reasonable time as decided by the Builder. Upon any such termination, the Builder shall pay in accordance with the following:

· All amounts due and not previously paid to Contractor for Work completed in accordance with the Order prior to any notice of termination, and for Work completed thereafter as specified in the notice, after deducting an amount as may be considered suitable to adjust for loss of work caused due to the Termination.

The Builder has all rights, to recover from the Contractor, any loss that is incurred or foreseen due to the Contractor’s default. The Builder shall not be held responsible for any damage, either direct and / or indirect, to the Work Contractor consequent on his exercising his right to early terminate or suspend the Order.

	Measurement of actual work done shall be taken time to time jointly by company's engg. & contractor & shall be record the same in measurement sheet. Whatever be the difference in qty. of work order & actual work done shall be paid / recover  after successful completion of entire work of bldg.

	You will keep your Engineer at site & joint measurement will be recorded in measurement book.

	4
	You will clean the site after completion of work . If not cleaning charges will be debited to you.

	5
	 Follow all the safety precautions at site & government regulation like labour insurance, minimum wages, child labour & any type of accident in your scope.

	6
	 You will maintain all the required tools & tackles with proper mechanical staff.

	7
	 Employer will provide water & electricity at site.

	8
	 The employer will not be responsible for any power cut at site.

	9
	 You will maintain a progress bar chart & present an activity schedule to the employer before starting the work.

	10
	 You will submit a proper gurantee card for the work carried out.

	11
	 All the work will be carried out as per the direction of structural consultant. Any rework will be carried out at your cost.

	12
	 You will submit running bills by fortnightly.

	13
	 You will maintain house keeping during the work.

	14
	All work shall be carried out upto the full satisfaction of Project In charge.

	15
	For any reason whatsoever if the Contractor leaves the work incomplete 5% retention amount  will be forfeited

	16
	The Contractors shall rectify the defects noticed during the Defect Liability Period( 12 months after completion of work) at his own cost, which have occurred due to defective workmanship / material used.
